The common word for the law is Sharia, which originally meant a pathway. It may roughly
be translated as the path in which God wishes men to walk. The prescriptions of the Sharia are
ordained by God as His eternal will. It is, thus the standard of right and wrong in human
affairs. and it provides an all-inclusive scale of religious valuation for conduct. Every human
deed falls under the perspective of the law, without exception. Actions are classified as
obligatory (fard): meritorious or recommended (mandub): indifferent, that is, bringing neither
reward nor punishment (mubah): reprehensible that is, not punishable but disapproved
(makruh): and forbidden (haram). There has been no more far-reaching effort to lay out a
complete pattern of human conduct than the Islamic Sharia.

The assumption underlying the Sharia is that men are incapable of discriminating right and
wrong by their own unaided powers. It was for this reason that guidance was sent to them
through Prophets. God, who is all-powerful and perfectly free. has decreed a pathway for men.
His decrees are based upon nothing but his sovereign will; they are not subordinated to rational
considerations, nor are they to be judged by the standard of reason as the Mutazilites attempted
to do. It follows, therefore, that the Sharia is taabbudi, to be obeyed as a slave obeys his master.
The Sharia is both a divine and an eternal law and, hence, completely trustworthy. As the basic
institution of Islamic civilization throughout the centuries, it explains the certainty and
assurance Muslims have felt in the rightness of their way of life.

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Passage 2:

The Koran took its present from after Prophet Mohammed’s death in 632. As long as the
Prophet was alive, he continued to receive revelations and to rearrange those that had already
come to him. From the records it is clear that a certain amount of the Koran was written down
under his supervision and that the basic structure of the suras was already established. There is
unanimous agreement, however, that gathering the various piecemeal revelations into a
standard text was undertaken by his successors, the pious caliphs. Tradition gives the chief role
to Zayd Ibn Thabit, one of Prophet’s secretaries. And most authorities agree that the collection
was made in the time of Uthman, the third caliph, whose version is still accepted throughout
the Muslim world today.

Uthman's version, however, was not the only version available to the early Muslims and
was not immediately acknowledged as the sole legitimate one. Several others were known.
along with numerous variant readings of the text in minor points. The early Muslims felt great
freedom in resorting to different readings of the Koran and. in fact, were proud of the richness
exhibited in these variants. The learned men of the community continue to recognize variant
readings, accepting the doctrine that the Koran has come down in seven versions.

Passage 3:

In the 3d Islamic century there emerged several great collections of Hadith that have since
come to be recognized as second in authority only to the Koran itself. These collections are
known as the Six Sound Books or, as they deal in large part with Sunna, as the Six Sunnan
Books. Among them the most respected and most often cited are the collections of al-Bukhari
(died 870) and Muslim (died 875). These volumes are organized according to their subject
matter, listing together all of the Hadith that bear upon a particular subject. The fact, as well as
the occurrence of chapter headings in al-Bukhari that have no Hadith reported in connection
with them, shows the close relationship of the collections to the requirements of the Islamic
lawyers. Numerous other collections of Hadith are also employed by Muslims, but these six
enjoy a unique position of respect.
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Historically, the significance of the Six Sound Books lies in their being an indication of the
Hadith that were widely accepted at the time of their compilation. By the 3d Islamic century
broad agreement had been reached on the major issues of theology and law. The Six Sound
Books reflect this agreement rather than determine it. According to some modern scholarship,
the Hadith collections do not give reliable information about the Prophet, since they contain
contradictions, anachronisms, and statements favoring one or another of the groups that came
into being after the Prophet’s demise. Their value lies rather in what they reveal about the
Muslim community of the 3d century. Conservative Muslims, however, consider the Hadith
collection historically accurate and place full reliance upon the method of isnad criticism
developed in classical times.
