PASSAGE 1i:

After the death of Malik Shah in 1092, rule of Iran once again reverted to petty
dynasties. During this time, Genghis (Chinggis) Khan brought together a number of
Maongol tribes and led them on a devastating sweep through China. Then, in 1219, he
turned his 700,000 forces west and quickly devastated the cities of Bukhoro,
Samarqgand, Balkh, Merv, and Ney- shabur, Before his death in 1227, he had reached
western Azarbaijan, pillaging and buming cities along the way. The Mongol invasion
was disastrous to the Iranians. Destruction of the ganat irrigation systems destroved
the pattern of relatively continuous settlement, producing numerous 1solated oasis
cities in a land where they had previously been rare. Many people. particularly males,
were killed; between 1220 and 1258, the population of Iran dropped drastically. The
Mongol rulers who followed Genghis Khan didn't care to make conditions in Iran
better. Genghis's grandson, Hulagu Khan. turned to foreign conquest. seizing Baghdad
in 1258 and killing the last Abbasid caliph. He was stopped at Ain Jalut in Palestine by
the Mamluks, Egypt's ruling military caste. Afterward. Hulagu Khan returned to Iran
and spent the rest of his life in Azerbaijan.

A later Mongol ruler, Ghazan Khan (1295-1304), and his famous lranian vizier,
Rashid ad Din, brought Iran a brief, partial economic revival, The Mongols reduced
taxes for artisans, encouraged agriculture, rebuilt and extended irrigation works, and
improved the safety of the trade routes. As a result, commerce increased dramatically.
Items from India, China, and Iran passed easily across the Asian steppes, and these
contacts culturally enriched Iran.

The Iranians could move east into Afghanistan, but this would involve more mountain
figchting for land of equally questionable value. Attacking west, into the Tigris and
Euphrates river basin, and then moving to the Mediterranean, would seem doable. This
was the path the Persians took when they created their empire and pushed all the way
to Greece and Egypt.

In terms of expansion, the problem for Iran is its mountains. They are as effective a
container as they are a defensive bulwark. Supporting an attacking force requires
logistics, and pushing supplies through the Zagros in any great numbers 1s impossible.
Unless the Persians can occupy and exploit Iraq. further expansion is impossible. In
order to exploit Irag, Iran needs a high degree of active cooperation from Iraqis.
Otherwise, rather than converting Iraq's wealth into political and military power, the
Iramans would succeed only in being bogged down in pacifying the Iraqis.

In order to move west, Iran would require the active cooperation of conquered
nations. Any offensive will break down because of the challenges posed by the
mountains in moving supplies. This 1s why the Persians created the type of empire they
did. They allowed conquered nations a great deal of autonomy, respected their culture
and made certain that these benefited from the Persian imperial system. Once they left
the Zagros, the Persians could not afford to pacify an empire. They needed the wealth at
minimal cost. And this has been the limit on Persian/[ranian power ever since.

PASSAGE 3:

With Ferdowsi's Shah-nama, epic poetry rose to its culmination almost at its
beginning. Hailed as the greatest monument of Persian language and one of the major
world epics, 1t consists of some fifty thousand couplets relating the history of the
Iranian nation in myth, legend. and fact, from the beginning of the world to the fall of
the Sassanian Empire. Ferdowsi, who belonged to the landed gentry (dehqan) and was
well versed in Iranian cultural heritage and lore, fully understood the sense and
direction of the work he was versifying. His approximately thirty years of labor
produced a magnificent epic of tremendous impact.

A new height in Persian lyric poetry 1s reached in the thirteenth century with Sadi, a
versatile poet and writer of rare passion and eloquence. He holds a position in Persian
literature, in terms of the power of expression and the depth and breadth of his
sensibilities, comparable to that of Shakespeare in English letters. His sparkling
shazals display a yvouthful love of life and passion for beauty, be it natural, human, or
divine. Sadi's dexterous use of rhetorical devices is often disguised by the beguiling
ease of his locution and the effortless flow of hus stvle; his masterly language has been
a model of elegant and graceful writing.

The culmination of Persian lync poetry was reached about a hundred years after
Sadi with Hafez. the most delicate and most popular of Persian poets. His ghazals are
tvpical in their content and motifs but exceptional m ther combination of noble
sentiments, powerful expression, elegance of diction and felicity of imagery. His
world-view encompasses many Gnostic, mystical, and stoic sentiments, which were
the common cultural heritage of his age. While Hafez's satirical lines against pretense
and hypocrisy lend a biting edge to has lyrics, his philosophical outlook and Gnostic
longings impart an exalted air of wisdom and detachment to his poems. But he is
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above all a poet of love who celebrates in his ghazals the glory of human beauty and
the passion of love. Belief in a mystical "inner meaning” of Hafez's poetry represents
the application of a bateni, or esoteric principle, which distorts his meaning and flies in
the face of his poetic sense.
