Fathers don't usc baby talk as oficn or in the same ways as mothers — and that's
perlectly OK, according 1o a new study, Mark VanDam ol Washinglon Statc University
at Spokane and colleagues equipped parents with recording devices and speech-
recognition software to study the way they interacted with their youngsters during a
normal day. 'We found that moms do exactly what vou'd expect and what's been
deseribed many times over,' VanlDam ¢xplains. 'But we found that dads aren't doing the
same thing. Dads didn’t raise their pitch or fundamental [requency when they talked to
kids." Their role may be rooted in what 1s called the bridge hypothesis, which daies back
o 1975, It suggests thal lathers usc less [amilial language 1o provide their children with
a bridge to the kind of speech they’ll hear in public. "The idea is that a kid gets to
practlce a c:ertam kind of qpeech mth mom and another kmd of speech with dad. so the
; L ractice,” says YanDam,

Scienlists J_rom the University of Washinglon and Lha, Universily ol Connecticul
collected thousands ol 30-sccond conversations between parents and their babics,
fitting 26 children with audio-recording vests that captured language and sound during
a typical eight-hour day. The study found that the more baby talk parents used, the
more their youngsters began to babble. And when researchers saw the same babies at
age lwo, they found that frequent baby lalk had dramatically boosted vocabulary,
regardless ol sociocconomic slatus. 'Thosc children who lisiened o a lot ol baby talk
were talking more than the babies that listened to more adult talk or standard speech.’
says Nairan Ramirez-Esparza of the University of Connecticut. "We also found that it
really matters whether wvou use baby talk in a one-on-one context,'
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she adds. "The more parents use baby talk one-on-one, the more babies babble, and the
more they babble. the more words they produce later in life!

By asking people about their experiences of boredom, Thomas Goetz and his team at
the University of Konstanz in Germany have recently identified fve distinel types:
indillcrent, calibrating, scarching, reactant and apathcetic. These can be ploticd on (wo
axes — one running left to right, which measures low to high arousal, and the other
from top to bottom. which measures how positive or negative the feeling is.
Intriguingly. Goetz has found that while people experience all kinds of horedom. they
tend to specialize in one. Of the five types. the most damaging is “reactant’ boredom
with ils ¢xplosive combination ol high arousal and negative cmotion. The most uselul
1s what Goelz calls “indillerent’ boredom: someone 1sn't engaged in anyihing salislyving
but still feels relaxed and calm. However. it remains to be seen whether there are any
character traits that predict the kind of boredom each of us might be prone to.
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Psychologist Sandi Mann at the University of Central Lancashire, UK., goes further.
"All emotions are there for a reason, including boredom,’ she says. Mann has found
that being bored makes us more creative, “We're all afraid of being hored but in actual
lact it can lead 1o all kinds of amazing things,” she says. In experiments published last
vear, Mann Tound that people whe had been made to [eel bored by copyving numbcrs
outl of the phone book [or 15 minutes came up with more crealive ideas about how 1o
use a polystvrene cup than a control group. Mann concluded that a passive, boring
activity Is best for creativity because it allows the mind to wander. In fact, she goes so
far as to suggest that we should seek out more boredom in our lives.

Bentham was also a pioneer of the 'science of happiness'. If happiness is to be regarded
as a science, it has to be measured, and Bentham suggested two wayvs in which this
might be done. Viewing happiness as a complex of pleasuralle sensations. he
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suggested that it might be quantified by measuring the human pulse rate. Alternatively,
money could be used as the standard for quantification: if two different goods have the
same price. it can be claimed that they produce the same quantity of pleasure in the
consumer. Bentham was more atlracled by the latler measure, By associaling money o
closely Lo inner experience, Davics writes, Bentham 'set the stage [or the entangling of
psychological rescarch and capitalism that would shape the business practices ol the
twentieth century'.

1he Happiness industry describes how the project of a science of happiness has
become integral to capitalism. We learn much that 1s interesting about how economic
problems are being redefined and treated as psychological maladies. In addition,
Davics shows how the belict that inner states of pleasure and displcasure can be
objectively measurcd has Infonmed management studics and advertising. The tendency
of thinkers such as J B Watson, the founder of behaviorism, was that human beings
could be shaped. or manipulated. by policvimakers and managers. Watson had no
factual basis for his view of human action. When he became president of the American
Psychological Association in 1915, he 'had never even studied a single human being':
his research had been conlined lo experiments on white rats. Yel Watson's reduciive
model 1s now widcly applicd, with 'bchaviour change' becoming the goul ol
govermnents: in Britain, a ‘Behaviour Insights Team' has been established by the
government to study how people can be encouraged. at minimum cost to the public
purse, to live in what are considered to be socially desirable ways.
