Tomi Momson's novel The Bluest Eve and Gwendolyn Brooks's poem are two
manifestations of a single cultural phenomenon. Brooks called her poem/love letter
"To Those of My Sisters Who Kept Therr Naturals" and wrote 1t to praise and
encourage the resistance by black people to white ideology and standards of
appearance and conduct, especially the notion of beauty as it was ubiquitously
promoted throughout American culture in advertising, television and film, beauty
contests, and—until the 1970s—the Dick and Jane reader that was widely used in
elementary schools across the United States. The little girl. Pecola Breedlove. in
Morrison’s The Bluest Eve, suffers to the point of insanity because of this cultural
blindness and lack of all-inclusive representations.

19505 when voter registration drives were organized by black and white citizens,
mainly students, many from the North, who traveled in groups to targeted sites in the
southern states. The 1960s began with an escalation of these efforts, which merged
with the antiwar and antiestablishment movements. These initiatives were at first
predominantly nonviolent but, because of backlash and frustration, became, in a few
instances, increasingly militant and overtly angry. By the end of the decade the Black
Power movement of Malcolm X and the "Black Is Beautiful” declaration had acquired
formidable strength and emotional staying power.

There has been much confusion over what qualitative research is. One of the problems
15 that qualitative research 15 often described by a negative. That 15, it is research that 15
nonquantitative. This is a problem for two reasons. First, some qualitative research
results in some quantification (e.g.. counting the number of occwrrences of a particular
behavior). Second, it represents a negative connotation—that qualitative research is
only what quantitative research isn't rather than positively stating what it is. The issue
might be more accurately put that quantitative research is based on the logical-positive
paradigm, which utilizes experimental research methodologies, whereas qualitative
rescarch is based on the phenomenological paradigm. which uses a variety of
interpretive research methodologies.

Another problem in understanding qualitative research methods lies with the belief
that qualitative research is a unitary approach when in reality qualitative research is a
variety of alternative approaches to the traditional. positivistic research most often
found n the hiterature. A vanety of terms have been used for the various forms of
qualitative methods. including ethnographic, case studv, phenomenological,
constructivist, participant observational, and others.

Erickson (1985) uses the term interpretive to refer to the whole family of
approaches to participant observational research, one of the most common types of
qualitative research methods. He uses this term, which could be used for all qualitative
methods, because it avoids the suggestion that the approaches are simply

Nancy Clark Martha Barletta says, "When men communicate they're concerned with
conveying information and establishing status. When women communicate they're
concerned with conveving information and building connections.
