Plant breeding consists of the creation of genetic variability, selection of elite types
from that variability and synthesis of a stable cultivar from the elite selections. The
history of plant breeding precedes that of the understanding of genetics. dating back to
the times when primitive peaple saved seed to plant in succeeding vears. Many major
plant-breeding discoverics precede the rediscovery of Mendel's laws — including the
development of major crops. such as maize, wheat, and barley through selection from
primitive races. Mass selection for sucrose concentration in the sugar beet root began
in 1786 and resulted in the first beet sugar factory being built in 1802, 100 years
betore the rediscovery of Mendel's laws. 'The basic principles underlying the breeding
ol hybrid maize were known prior Lo 1900.

With the rediscovery ol Mendel's laws, genetic principles began (0 be applied 1o
plant breeding. Smith (1966) traces the developments trom 1901 to 1965. Because
most of the traits of economic importance were under quantitative genetic control,
quantitative genetics became an important contributor to plant-breeding theory. The
contributions of quantitative genctics to plant breeding have been discussed in detail.
[.e¢ {1999) summarircs the current and polential contributions ol molceular genctics 1o
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plant breeding. particularly with regard to understanding heterosis and breeding hybrid
plants. Moose (2000) summarizes the potential impact of maize senomics on breeding
improved maize hybrids.

PASSAGE 2:

Weed-control operations, rom hand hocing (o herbicide application, costs money.
Thesc costs arc olicn necessary 10 prevent greater crop loss and even crop failure and
are regarded as necessary 1o gain a prolil. However, il the weeds weren’t there, there
would be no control cost. Unfortunately, their complete absence is rare, and the costs
of their competition and contrel must be included when calculating profit or loss.
Costs of control are relatively easy to ¢alculate if hourly labor, equipment, fuel, and
herbicide costs are known, 1t has been estimated that the cost of tilling cultivated land
may cqual as much as 30% ol a crop’s valuc.

There are sound agronomic reasons [or tillage, including scedbed preparation, rash
burial. soil aeration, promotion of water infiltration, and, of course. weed control. The
ascendancy of minimum and no-tillage farming and availability of appropriate
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herbicides, however, have brought many ftraditional tillage practices into question.
I’rior to herbicides. an experiment to investigate effects of tillage was always
confounded by weeds and the need to control them by tillage. Experiments with
herbicides in many soils have shown litte benelit [rom tillage other than weed control.

There are other, less-obvious costs associaled with weeds, Wild oals sced 1in wheat
or barley, or black nightshade [ruil in beans, lcads 1o incrcased costs duc to the
necessity of cleaning. Failure to remove these can lead to loss in qualitv, dockage
losses at the point of sale, or even loss of the crop during heating and spoiling in
storage. If a harvested crop has large amounts of weed seed in it, one can assume that
some of the crop was lost in the field from weed competition and that some additional
quality was lost duc to weeds at harvest and conscquent harvest difficulty. Another
cost of weeds at harvest 1s wear and tear on machinery. The extra bulk of weedy plants
that pass through mechanical harvesting systems is bound to cause machinery to break
down more frequently and wear out sooner. These kinds of things are not usually
attributed to weeds because they are not recognized as contributors to increased costs
of machinery breakdown. repair, and replacement. Weeds also cost money when they
remain in the ficld and interfere with haryvest,

A greal deal ol cllort is being expended in atlempts o use biotechnology to develop
hybrids in crops that have proved iniractable 1o hybridization by conventional brecding
methods. The motivation behind hybrid research is less the prospect of realizing an
enhanced vield than it is the prospect of achieving a more complete commoedification
of the seed. [n fact, independent of hybrid research, some companies are trying to
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develop genetic mechanisms for the induction of biclogical sterility in specified
generations of seed. For his part, Phillips hopes that hybridization will be rapidly
achieved in numerous crops.

Should hybridization - or some
other mechanism for creating "economic sterility” - be achieved in these crops. annual
seed markets could be greatly enlarged. Moreover, an absolute increase in seed sales
would be accompanicd by a higher rate of profit, for profit margins on hvbrids run as
high as 60 pereent, compared with the 15 pereent common with non-hybrid seed.

Biotechnology is also being turned to improving the efficiency of hybridization for
crops in which hybrids have already been developed. For example, anther culture
appears to be a way in which homozygous lines can be rapidly generated for
evaluation as an inbred parent. Many labs are also using tissue culture and in vitro
sereening of com celly 1o scarch for a T-type malc sterile cyloplasm resistant (o the
corn-blight pathogen.
