PASSAGE 1:

Meat chickens, commonly called broilers, are tloor-raised on litter such as wood shavings or
rice hulls, indoors in climate-controlled housing. Under modern farming methods., meat
chickens reared indoors reach slaughter weight at 5 to 6 weeks of age. Broilers are not raised in
cages. They are raised in large, open structures known as grow-out houses. These houses are
equipped with mechanical systems to deliver feed and water to the birds. They have ventilation
systems and heaters that function as needed. The floor of the house is covered with bedding
material consisting of wood chips. rice hulls, or peanut shells. Because dry bedding helps
maintain flock health, most grow-out houses have enclosed watering systems (“nipple
drinkers™) which reduce spillage. Keeping birds inside a house protects them from predators
such as hawks and foxes. Some houses are equipped with curtain walls. which can be rolled up
in good weather to admit natural light and fresh air. Most grow-out houses built in recent years
feature “tunnel ventilation.” in which a bank of fans draws fresh air through the house.
Traditionally. a flock of broilers consist of about 20.000 birds in a grow-out house that
measures 400 feet long and 40 feet wide. thus providing about eight-tenths of a square foot per
bird. The Council for Agricultural Science and Technology (CAST) states that the minimum
space is one-hall square foot per bird. More modern houses are often larger and contain more
birds, but the floor space agllotment still meets the needs of the birds. Because broilers are
relatively young and have not reached sexual maturity, they exhibit very little aggressive
conduct. Chicken feed consists primarily of corn and soybean meal with the addition of
essential vitamins and minerals. No hormones or steroids are allowed in raising chickens.

PASSAGE 2

A chicken harvester is a machine used in poultry farming to gather chickens (typically broilers)
for slaughter. Since broilers are not kept in cages. some method is required to catch the chickens.
The traditional hand method was to corral the birds. catch them, grab them by the feet, five per
hand (typically), and then drop the animals into crates. This is a backbreaking job, said to be
"the worst in the poultry industry”. The machine, by contrast, uses mechanical grabbers that
deposit the chickens onto a conveyor belt which then moves them into a temporary holding
area on the machine. From there. the chickens are placed in holding crates or containers, to
transfer them to subsequent processing. Chicken harvesters can harvest up to 200 chickens
every 30 seconds. and around 8.000 per hour. Studies have demonstrated that the use of
chicken harvesters may be less stressful to the birds compared to being hand-wrangled by
humans. The use of the machines has also been demonstrated to reduce injuries to chickens
compared to those that occur from hand-wrangling, especially in wings and legs. In addition,
while the machine does not reduce the number of man hours required to process the animals, it
is said to be easier on the workers. A British studv found that a mechanical catcher reduced
some injuries by as much as 50%. Other studies indicated more modest improvements of 9.5%
Paul S. Berry of the British Silsoe Research Institute is credited with the development of the
machine, starting in the 1980s. The British government provided $200.000 a vear to design the
machine. with hopes of reducing livestock suffering. Earlier mechanical machines used a
vacuum method.

PASSAGE 3

Debeaking., also called beak trimming, is the partial removal of the beak of poultry.
especially layer hens and turkeys although it may also be performed on quail and ducks. The
costs of beak trimming relate primarily to welfare concerns. These include acute stress, and
acute. possibly chronie, pain following trimming. A bird’s ability to consume feed is impaired
tollowing beak trimming because of the new beak shape and pain. Most studies report reduced
body weights and feed intake following beak trimming, however, by sexual maturity or peak
ege production, growth rates are usually normal. Weight losses were reduced in chicks that
were beak trimmed by infrared compared with chicks trimmed by a hot-blade. Whether beak
trimming causes pain is a hotly debated concern. It is a complex issue as it may involve acute
and/or chronic pain, and depends on the age it is performed. the method of trimming and the
length of beak that is removed. Beak trimming in the poultry industry usually occurs
without anaesthetic at 1-day of age or when the chicks are very young. but can occur at a later
age if an outbreak of feather pecking occurs, and in some cases, birds may be beak trimmed on
repeated occasions. Beak trimming is not permitted in the UK on meat chickens that are aged
over 10 days. Severe beak trimming. or beak trimming birds at an older age. may cause chronic
pain. Following beak trimming of older or adult hens, the nociceptors in the beak stump show
abnormal patterns of neural discharge, which indicate acute pain. Neuromas, tangled masses of
swollen regenerating axon sprouts, are found in the healed stumps of birds beak trimmed at 5
weeks of age or older and in severely beak trimmed birds.
