PASSAGE 1:

Historically three kinds of wvisual patterns have evolved in sacred Mushim art: (1)
designs derived from plant life often associated with the Arabesque in North Africa (or
the Maghrib); (2) Arabic calligraphy, which is the most revered art form in Islam
because it conveys the word of God; (3) tessellation or the repetitive “ordering”™ of a
geometric pattern. In general these three are not as common to mosques in the west as
they are in their original geographic and historic contexts, although isolated examples
of their occurrence do exist in varying form and composites.

Of particular importance to the aesthetics of the urban mosque is the realm of
interpreted meaning, n other words the charactenistics of sign and symbol. One can
describe the process. properties, and elements employed in the characteristics of
spatial treatments, but at the level of construction we find an exhaustive category of
tvpes and subtypes. In other words we want to insist that the urban mosque is a
fundamentally spanial form with many types of comesponding modes of creative
expression. However, when we consider the concept of worship in Islam no symbolic
form comes to mind, only the idea of submission as an essential element of belief. The
reluctance of directly investing a building. a man-made structure, with divine reality is
rooted in the rejection of idolatry. Therefore, the absence of the Icon as a liturgical
element in mosque architecture 15 significant because it would constitute a
fundamental agent of polytheism. The relationship between the elements that create
architectural expression and composition can therefore be perceived as a synthesis, a
relationship that considers the user and the building both subjectively and objectively.

PASSAGE 2:

In 1957 the artist, designer, and critic John McHale published an article about kitchen
design in Ark: The Journal of the Royal College of Art, a periodical increasingly hip to
the vicissitudes of popular culture, Appearing alongside articles like “Dream Worlds,
Assorted” and “Designing for Television,” McHale's contribution is listed in the table
of contents as “Technology in the Home,” but at the top of the article itself a shghtly
modified title turns up, “Technology and the Home,” framed in a large black rectangle
of CinemaScope-like proportions. The discrepancy in headings, though surely the
result of editorial oversight, nevertheless suggests rather different relationships
between the two kev terms held up for discussion. Whereas the former phrasing
proposes that technology finds its place in the home, in the latter technology and the
home are placed next to one another like competing entities. In his essay, McHale
followed this second line of interpretation, investigating some of the influences,
challenges, and tensions that existed between the two terms at the time. Looking
closely at the resistance of tradition and the force of innovation, McHale forecasted a
vision of domestic life on the verge of radical change.

PASSAGE 3:

The use of classical columns and decorative detail has been so regularly revived in the
history of Western architecture that they more or less define what Western architecture
is, or was seen to be, until relatively recently. Even the main alternative tradition — the
medieval architecture that we now call Gothic — grew out of an attempt to rival the
Romans’™ achievements in their monuments. The vaulted churches of northern Europe
that were built from the 10th to the 12th century are called Romanesque, and they were
inspired by the rums of Roman gates and temples that lingered for example in
Burgundy, where we find the first medieval vaulted church at Tournus. The meaning
of medieval buildings has undergone the most extraordinary shift over the years. The
most spectacular monuments of the Middle Ages are the great French cathedrals, such
as Bourges, which were made so as to appear as 1if they were constructed out of little
more than colored light. Complex and ingenious arrangements of stone made all this
possible, cut to shape with astonishing precision, and put into place by groups of
skilled craftsmen who would travel round from one major cathedral to another,
learning from their experience and improving on past performances. While the varous
elements of the Gothic style were around in Romanesque churches. it is usually seen to
have crystallized in a new vision in the fabulously wealthy church of Saint-Denis near
Paris, from about 1137, when the Abbot Suger began a program of rebuilding. He
described his rapture, surrounded by the church’s gem-encrusted treasures and colored
light: *I see myself dwelling, as it were, in some strange region of the universe which
neither exists in the slime of the earth nor entirely in the purity of Heaven.” Through
the 13th to 15th centunies there were also pale imitations of the work in the smaller
churches and more modest buildings.

The name “Gothic™ was first given to this architecture in the 17th century, as a term
of abuse. The Goths, along with the Vandals and Huns, were the Germanic tribes who
sacked Rome and laid waste to the Western Roman Empire in the 5th century. To call
the architecture *Gothic™ is like calling it “barbaric™ — saying that it is a form of
cultural vandalism. Needless to say, in this cultural climate the architecture was not
approached with sympathy. and it was not closely analyzed., but all non-classical styles
of building were bundled together and thought of as a confused jumble of incoherence
and bad taste. This sense of the Gothic survives when it is used in “Gothic horror.”
