Passage 1

Painting is the queen of the art. To begin the discussion of painting, we should define certain
terms crucial to the understanding of how, physically, such a work of art is put together. As
with drawing media, the color element in paint is the pigment, which consists of natural or
synthetic color particles. Pigments usually come in the form of a powder, which by itself
cannot be spread or made to adhere to the painting surface. The medium or binder is the
substance in which the pigment is suspended. (*Suspension’ here means that the particles are
mixed with a liquid or semi-liquid material without dissolving or changing
chemieally).Linseed oil—as in oil paint—is the best known medium. but there are many others.
A successful medium allows the painter to spread the colors on a surface as desired and. when
it dries, adheres securely to the surface. The name of the medium of a particular work is often
used to describe the work: an oil painting, a watercolor painting, and so on.

The solvent or vehicle enables the artist to thin the paint so as to control its flow and also to
clean the brushes. A solvent is selected according to whether the paint is aqueous (water
solvent) or non-aqueous (dissolved by other than water). Most of us are familiar with the
distinction used for water-based house paints. For water-based paints you can wash the
brushes with tap water. but for oil-based paints you need to use thinner. Much the same
distinction applies to artists” paints.

Carpets were not produced in England until the second half of the 16th century and the early
part of the 17th century. The three main centers of production were Kidderminster, Wilton, and
Axminster. These first machine-made carpets were inexpensive, coarse, double-faced
(reversible) floor coverings woven for utility. After 1740, Wilton factories produced pile
carpets, sometimes called Tournai, on hand-operated Jacquard looms. In the mid-18th century
Wilton produced carpets influenced by the French Savonnerie carpets and by the contemporary
English architectural decoration of such designers as Robert Adam. During the last quarter of
the 18th century. Wilton was temporarily eclipsed by the Axminster factory, founded in 1755.
There. hand-knotied loops were specifically emploved to simulate Indian and Persian rugs and
carpets. [ he fzctony was closed in 1835 and moved to Wilion. The widespread introduction of
mechanical weaving in the 19th century effectively ended the production of Western hand-
knotted pile earpets.
