This article is concerned with crafts as creative hobbies, practiced primarily in the home with a
minimum of specialized equipment. Crafts as so defined have certain functions. In a world that
is becoming increasingly mechanized and standardized, they give people the opportunity to
work with their hands and to express their individuality. Crafts also are often used in
occupational therapy; for example, a patient might be taught a craft to develop weakened
muscles or to help in gaining use of an artificial limb. An emotionally disturbed person might
be taught a craft that would serve as an outlet for feelings.
