Something should be said about the historical roots. not of the concept of art. but of the
attempt by philosophers to define art. It is sometimes supposed that the earliest
definitions of art are to be found in the writings of ancient philosophers such as Plato
and Aristotle. In fact, one won't find, in these writers, a definition of art, in the sense of
an item belonging to the fine arts or of art in its current sense. if that departs from the
concept of the fine arts. What is true is that they wrote about such things as poetry,
painting, music, and architecture, which came to be classified as fine arts. and saw some
common threads among them that did not apply to other artifacts produced with skill.
Plato was very interested in the fact that poetry, like painting, was a representation or
imitation (mimesis) of various objects and features of the world, including human beings
and their actions. and that it had a powerful effect on the emotions. Aristotle also
emphasized the idea of poetry as imitation and characterized other arts. such as music.
in those terms. This way of thinking of the arts wielded enormous influence in the
Renaissance and Enlightenment, and so when the concept of the fine arts solidified. the
first definitions of art were cast in terms of representation. by such important figures as
Hutcheson, Bateaux, and Kant. It is not necessary to set out the exact content of all of
these definitions here. since in the later period in which we are interested, they were
superseded by other approaches.

One of the major themes to discuss is that aesthetics and the philosophy of art are two
distinct. though overlapping fields. The former was launched in the eighteenth century
as the study of beauty and sublimity, art and nature. As the categories of beauty and
sublimity proved too constricting, a more wide-ranging and variously defined category
of the aesthetic emerged. Aesthetics is the study of a certain kind of value. This value
derives from certain kinds of experience. and is identified in judgments that an object
possesses this value in virtue of its capacity to deliver the experience. The philosophy
of art, for the most part. developed from aesthetics. but is distinet from it in two
important ways, First, the philosophy of art deals with a much wider array of questions:

PASSAGE 3:

Two classic examples of early mosques in the western Islamic world of interest are
preserved in Tunisia and Spain. In al-Qayrawan the Great Mosque was built in stages
between 836 and 866. Its most striking feature is the formal emphasis on the building’s
T-like axis punctuated by two domes. one of which hovers over the earliest preserved
ensemble of mihrab, minbar, and magsurah. At Cordoba the earliest section of the Great
Mosque was built in 785-786. It consisted simply of 11 naves with a wider central one
and a court. It was enlarged twice in length, first between 833 and 855 and again from
061 to 965 (it was in the latter phase that the celebrated magsurah and mihrab,
comprising one of the great architectural ensembles of early Islamic art, were
constructed). Finally. in 987-988 an extension of the mosque was completed to the east
that increased its size by almost one-third without destroying its stylistic unity. The
constant increases in the size of this mosque are a further illustration of the flexibility of
the hypostyle and its adaptability to any spatial requirement. The most memorable
aspects of the Cordoba mosque, however. lie in its construction and decoration. The
particularly extensive and heavily decorated mihrab area exemplifies a development that
started with the Prophet’s Mosque in Medina and would continue: an emphasis on the
qiblah wall.
